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Barron Hall back at the
Heart of the Community

Since it was erected more than 120 years ago the
Barron Hall has had a chequered past. From a
schoolhouse to a courthouse the hall has been the
focal point for a myriad of community activities in
Glengormley. Now after years of relatively little use
the Hall is back at the heart of community life as the
base for four Newtownabbey community
organisations. The Community Relations Forum
secured the lease of the hall in April this year and
they were soon joined by Newtownabbey Senior
Citizens Forum, Loughside Volunteer Centre and
Newtownabbey Community Voice.

Kathy Wolff Coordinator of the Community Relations
Forum takes up the story. The Community Relations
Forum was formed in 1993 and since then has gone
from strength to strength developing and promoting
Good Relations in the borough. The Forum had been
looking for a more permanent base for some time
and when the opportunity came up to lease the
Barron Hall we jumped at the chance. Taking on
such a major project is hard work but the Forum
could see past the tired old paintwork and the damp
and we knew we were on to a winner. Forum
members were quick to move our belongings into
the hall and voluntary help was forthcoming from all
corners to start the ‘big clean-up’ and ‘paint out’.
Young people from Elmfield and Glenabbey Church

banded together to help and soon the hall began to
shine again amidst hard work and laughter. Since
then improvements have been made on a weekly
basis. 

Whilst funds are low, enthusiasm and TLC has made
this quaint old hall a real home for the groups who
work here and the community who use the facilities.
We recently acquired a mural on the side of the hall
painted by young people from Dorsten in Germany
and Monkstown working on a peace project and the
demand to hire the hall is constant. The hall does
need major renovations and we have applied for
funding from the International Fund for Ireland so
we’re hoping that that will come through for us, but
if not we will keep on plugging until we get there –
after all the hall has stood for 150 years and we think
it will survive a bit longer! The Forum is delighted
with the move to the hall and our vision is to create a
neutral shared space that everyone can enjoy,  a true
peace and reconciliation centre from which we can
base our good relations work. The Reverend Barron
gifted the hall to the community in 1884 and we think
he would be proud to see it as a hub for the
community as he intended.

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Local Group Pull Off
Major Renovation Project
Bryan Olliver provides a snapshot of the
history and development of the project.

Mossley Heritage & Development Association (MHDA) is
currently well advanced in a major renovation project to
their Association Headquarters at Doagh Road,
Newtownabbey. It is anticipated that the builders W & R
Moore will officially complete the project during October.
The old building has been part of the scenery of the Doagh
Road for a long time and the well overdue facelift
commissioned by MHDA has covered everything from
replacing the roof to building a new extension.

Mossley Heritage & Development Association was
constituted in November 2003 following a very successful
local Fun Day & Fireworks Display organised by local
people with financial assistance from Newtownabbey
Borough Council (NBC). A further seeding grant from NBC
helped to cement what has become a strong community
organisation whose primary interest is in organising
additional social events for local residents. However, it
soon became apparent that there was a need for much
more than that and after a period of reflection and some
local research the group decided to organise classes and
other activities in the Mossley area.

The local Orange Hall had historically been a meeting place
for local residents so the group approached the hall
trustees with a view to leasing the premises. In its previous
life the hall had been a hub of community activity and was
used as a Picture House and a school dinner hall, a Sunday
School for four local churches, and a venue for jumble
sales and other community events – the list was endless.
MHDA  breathed life back into the hall running IT Classes,
Keep Fit and other activities, however it became evident
that the group activities had not only outgrown the present
accommodation, but that the hall was in need of some
serious TLC having undergone only minor repair since its
opening in 1934. MHDA now had a major renovation and
modernisation project on its hands!

Not a group to rest on its laurels, in 2005 MHDA employed
Leighton Johnston Associates who had vast experience of
planning community buildings. Once armed with the plans
for renovation and extension work and with planning

permission in place MHDA began the quest for funding for
the project. This was a difficult period for the group who
attended meeting after meeting, completed application
after application and received many letters of rejection.
Fortunately, along with the letters of rejection came some
minor successes which kept their spirits up and made
them even more determined to succeed. The first major
breakthrough came with a letter of offer from the Big
Lottery ‘Improving Community Buildings Programme’
offering funding to renovate and repair the existing
premises. This was quickly followed by joint funding for the
extension from the International Fund for Ireland and Rural
Development Council however a sizeable shortfall
remained. Thanks to the enormous effort put in by the
group and the generosity of the local residents and tenants
MHDA raised the necessary funds. The rest is history – and
as the project nears completion the group has a new role to
play in the maintenance of the new facilities and a
comprehensive letting programme to encourage day time
usage. All of this has been achieved by volunteers in full
time employment dedicating their spare time to the group,
breathing confidence and a feel good factor into an old hall
and more importantly into the community.

A few words of advice from Bryan Olliver will go a long way
if you are planning a similar project:

n Do not contact potential funders without a Professional
Plan 

n Be prepared to put in a lot of personal time
n Be prepared to complete lots of applications
n Be Prepared For Many Non Productive Applications
n Don’t give up!

The group is deeply indebted to the Rural Development
Council, International Fund for Ireland, Big Lottery Awards
for All, Lloyds TSB Foundation, Newtownabbey Local
Strategy Partnership & Newtownabbey Borough Council for
all their assistance.
