








ver the summer holidays the key message to

Recently,
the Newtownabbey Community Safety Partnership (CSP)
launched a high profile awareness campaign
‘Where is your child tonight?’ The campaign will see
22 buses displaying distinctive images travelling around
the Newtownabbey area to promote the campaign
message. The campaign tackles underage drinking, and
the image on the bus shows a young girl lying on the
street with a bottle of alcohol in her hand.

The Council’s Litter Wardens are helping to stub out
the problem of cigarette litter in the Borough. They
patrol the streets from early morning to late into the
evening and concentrate on parks and open spaces
where the public gather.

Did you know...?
>> Everyday UK smokers throw away over
200 million cigarette butts.

>> Cigarette associated litter amounts to
90% of all litter in our town centres.

>> Cigarette filters are not biodegradable.

>> Cigarette butts leak toxins that contaminate
water and harm the environment.

COMMUNITY

This campaign has been a huge success in other areas in
Northern Ireland, including Banbridge and Craigavon.

The problem of under-age drinking is only one part of the
campaign, overall the project aims to increase parental
responsibility, reduce anti-social behaviour and the fear of
crime in our community. Other issues such as drug abuse
and criminal damage will be tackled later in the year.
